Starting the summer of 2012, Sky Ranch is proud
to partner with Praying Pelicans Missions to offer a
service experience in Belize. The focus of the trip
is to partner with local individuals and
congregations, to hear their story, and to walk
beside them, offering our gifts of service and love.

Belize is located in Central America and borders
Mexico and Guatemala. In Belize, we will be
staying in a hotel and working within a local
community. During the day we will work on
construction projects to benefit the community, as
well as providing a Vacation Bible School program
for neighborhood children. In the evening we will
gather with them to listen to their stories and join
together in worship. Throughout there will also be
a Bible Study and various community building
activities.
