   At a time when Sky Ranch needed fundraising help the most, 
churches, individuals and groups really stepped up to the plate 
and hit a homerun.  Here are a few examples of the wonderful 
support we’ve received. 
   We started out the summer with Spirit of Joy Lutheran Church 
in Fort Collins hosting Brats & Bluegrass.  They invited churches 
from across Northern Colorado to enjoy eating brats for dinner 
and listen to bluegrass music.  They raised over $7300 and had 
supplemental funds from the North Larimer Thrivent chapter. 
   The Boulder /Broomfield conference held an Ice Cream Social 
on August 23rd for Sky Ranch at First Lutheran in Longmont.  
Throughout the night we were entertained by many talented indi-
viduals and groups.  It was an enjoyable evening which raised 
$2100 for Sky Ranch.  Thank you to all the people that worked so 
hard to make this night a success. 
   Youth have pitched in too. Glory of God youth group in Wheat 
Ridge made an outstanding $926 with a car wash and then added 
another $300 from the North Jeffco Thrivent Chapter. The youth 
in Burlington, CO gave Sky Ranch $2000 from their youth ac-
count when Julie Laube spoke to the congregation September 20.  
Two youth from Trinity Lutheran in Ottawa, IL organized a rum-
mage sale along with other youth at the church and raised $600.  
Our very own summer staff wanted to make a contribution and 
organized the $30 under 30 fundraiser to have former staff under 
the age of 30 make gifts of $30.  This great idea has generated 
$1140.

   Sky Ranch has been a ministry in the ELCA since 1963.  We are a partner 
in ministry with congregations of the Rocky Mountain Synod as well as con-
gregations from as far away as Illinois, Minnesota, Wisconsin, Texas and 
Louisiana.  More than ever we would like to partner with congregations or 
groups. We have two programs we feel will make a large impact at Sky 
Ranch.  Volunteers are a great resource to us and we want them to help us 
maintain our facilities to keep Sky Ranch a viable ministry for years to 
come. 
   Many of these groups that come to Sky Ranch leave a trace long after they 
are gone.  And we encourage it!  Our new volunteer program, Leave A 
Trace, is geared to allow a group to choose a project, know what tools/
materials to bring, the cost and time to complete the project, and then come 
to Sky Ranch and complete the selected project.
